counsel and opinions of experienced Elders, and his keenness to visit 
and meet people, men and women alike, whom he learned had the “spirit 
of God.”

Our Most Reverend Archpastor expressed the wish that the spiritu-
al children and grandchildren of our Metropolitan of blessed memory 
gratefully preserve his spiritual legacy, which is so invaluable to us in 
our difficult times.
