Twelfth Blood Drive 
of the Holy Metropolis of Oropos and Fili

Saturday, 24.10/6.11.2021

With the blessing, and guidance of His Eminence, Metropoli-
tan Cyprian of Oropos and Fili, the twelfth Blood Drive of 

the Holy Metropolis took place on Saturday October 24th / No-
vember 6th 2021, at the Holy Convent of Saint Paraskevi (Acha-
rnai Attica). The blood drive took place through the initiative 

of the Association of Voluntary Blood 
Donors “The Crucified”, in collabora-
tion with the Nea Ionia General Hos-
pital “Konstantopouleio” (formerly 
“Saint Olga”).

Once again (and in spite of the difficulties occasioned by 

the spread of Covid-19), 35 Volunteers, 9 of whom were giving 
blood at our blood drives for the first time, expressed sacrificial 
love toward their fellow man and contributed to the collection of 
33 units of blood.

* * *We would like to remind everyone that the Holy Metropolis’ 
blood bank is open to ANYONE who needs it !

As such, we depend on the conscientious effort of our volun-
teer blood donors to participate in our blood drives, and ask that 
those who are unable to give blood themselves make the effort 
to attract new volunteers, so that we will always have an ad-
equate supply on hand in order to meet the dozens of requests 
for blood we receive annually.
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Platelet donation on a regular basis 
is of equal importance.

 “Platelets play an important role in 
blood clotting and protect against major 
bleeding. Platelet transfusions are used 
to treat patients with leukemia, aplastic
