After that first evening of making fun with the others, it was
impossible for him to fall sleep.

Suddenly, the door to the ward opened and a woman appeared,



wearing men’s clothing and holding a cane in her hand. She was

heading towards his bed.
He was startled. Unknown facial features. A sweet, strange face.

“What do you want, lady? I don’t have any change. Who let you in
here?”

‘I came to tell you,” she said to him, as she lifted her cane,
